 We are introduced this week to the seminal figure in Jewish history: the first of the avot, Avraham 
Avinu.  One of the contrasts between Noach and Avraham is that Avraham was concerned with others, 

whereas Noach was only concerned about saving himself and his family, and thus Avraham was the greater 
figure of the two. Last week in his drasha, Rabbi Schwartz talked about Rashi’s comment that Noach was a 

man of little faith, but his lacking of faith was not that God would bring the flood but in his own ability to affect 

those around him.  This is in stark contrast to Avraham who made it his life mission to affect those around 
him.  Avraham clearly understood the difference that one person can make, and what a difference he did 

make.  We identify ourselves as the children of Avraham, not as the children of Noach, and as such the 
message that one person can make a difference is part of our genetic makeup.  

 This week we have a very easy opportunity to make a difference, to make sure that our voices are 
heard.  This Tuesday is election day and it is imperative that as children of Avraham we exercise our 

vote.  Below you will find a message from the OU about this short and simple act, that can make a profound 
difference. 

 

 Here in the United States, we are grateful for the blessings that this malchut shel chesed has provided 
us.  Freedom to worship the Ribono Shel Olam in the manner of our choosing; police forces and legal systems 

that protect us physically, and laws that ensure our ability to dress as we deem necessary, eat as we may and 
live where we choose.   

 This has not always been the case.  Thus, Rav Moshe Feinstein, zt”l, called voting an issue of hakaras 
hatov.  But voting is far more than that.  If we want these freedoms to remain secure, if we hope for 

governmental aid for our yeshivas and shuls, if we hope for our leaders to remain focused on the safety and 
security of our institutions and our people, and if we continue to expect that those we elect will stand up for 

acheinu bnei yisrael b’chol makom sheh’heim, then there is one small piece of hishtadlus we must do.  

 PLEASE VOTE THIS NOVEMBER 3.  Our elected officials and candidates know who votes and that 
means they know which community to take seriously and whose voices will be heard. If we want our 

community’s priorities and interests to be taken into account, there is only one small act that each one of us 
must do.  We need not write checks.  We need not make calls or walk door to door.  We need not 

advertise.  And we need not attend town hall meetings.  BUT WE MUST VOTE.  
 Aside from the Mayor and other Citywide elected officials, every City Council seat is up as well.  The 

Council is considering a measure to provide security guards at yeshivas and Jewish day schools.  They are 
looking into subsidizing alternative energy programs for non-profits. They are considering other measures that 

would lower tuition for schools and other costs for Jewish non-profits, but first the measures have to pass.  

 If we want our Councilmember’s vote and the Mayor’ signature on laws, then we must do one thing 
first.  We must vote. The OU is not advocating for any candidate here, what matters to the OU as well as to 

the elected officials and candidates is that we do vote.  Besides being a great moral obligation and a supreme 
privilege (long denied to Jews throughout history), there is no substitute for voting in large numbers if our 

interests are to be protected.  Again, it does not matter which candidate one votes for but only that we all vote 
November 3rd.
